FY 2022 Not for Profit Contribution Agreement with Venetian Arts Society, Inc. -
$5,000 - (Commission Districts 1, 2, 3 and 4)

Recommendation

Staff recommends the City Commission adopt a resolution authorizing the City Manager to
enter into and execute on behalf of the City a City of Fort Lauderdale FY 2022 Not for Profit
Contribution Agreement with Venetian Arts Society, Inc., a not-for-profit corporation,
containing terms acceptable to the City Manager, and pursuant to which the City will contribute
up to $5,000.

Background
Venetian Arts Society, Inc. is a nonprofit organization whose mission is to nurture the

emotional, mental, and spiritual well-being of all people through purposeful, thought provoking,
and enlightening artistic experiences while, simultaneously, celebrating the multi-cultural
and inter-generational diversity.

City funds will be used to defray costs associated with a historic event for Florida women of
color. The first Hispanic woman to sculpt a statue for the National Statuary Hall in the United
States Capitol, Sculptor Nilda Comas, a thirty-year resident of Fort Lauderdale, will officially
install her statue of Floridian Dr. Mary McLeod Bethune, an African American educator,
stateswoman, philanthropist, humanitarian, womanist, and civil rights activist. The event will
take place at the National Statuary Hall in Washington, D.C., on July 13, 2022.

Resource Impact
