Attached for your review is an application from Hube Kerns / 3019 NE 20th Court (see 
Exhibit 1). 

APPLICATION AND BACKGROUND INFORMATION 

The applicant is requesting approval for the installation of one (1) boat lift. The distance 
these structures will extend from the property line into Bonita Bay is shown in the survey in 
Exhibit 1 and summarized in Table 1 below: 

TABLE 1 

ULDR Section 47-19.3 C. limits the maximum distance of mooring structures to 25 feet or 
25% of the width of the waterway, whichever is less. Section 47.19.3.E authorizes the City 
Commission to waive this limitation based upon a finding of extraordinary circumstances. 
The applicant has specified that the extra distance for the boat lift is necessary for safely 
mooring   the resident’s vessel, especially during high wind events and severe weather, 
and to protect vessels from high wave energy from excessive boat wakes.   

PROPERTY LOCATION AND ZONING 

The property is located within the RS – 8  Residential Single Family / Low Medium Density 
Zoning District.  It is situated on Bonita Bay where the distance from wet face to wet face is 
167 feet+/-, according to the Summary Description provided in Exhibit 1.

Marine Facilities records reflect that there have been six (6) waivers of docking distance 
limitations approved by the City Commission since 2010 within close proximity.  A 
comparison of these are shown in Table 2, including the maximum distances of all  
structures extending into Bonita Bay:

RECOMMENDATIONS  
 
Should the Marine Advisory Board consider approval of the application, the Resolution 
under consideration by the City Commission should include at least the following as 
prescribed in the ULDR and City Code of Ordinances:  
 
1. The applicant is required to comply with all applicable building and zoning 

regulations as well as any other Federal and State laws and permitting 
requirements including the Broward County Environmental Protection and Growth 
Management Department, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection and 
the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers. 

 
2. As a general condition of approval and in order to review for final consistency with 

construction of facilities in accord with this application and City building permits the 
applicant is required to provide City Staff with copies of “As Built” drawings from a 
certified and licensed contractor.
