SECTION 1. That the City Commission of the City of Fort Lauderdale, Florida, hereby 
designates Commissioner _______________ as Vice-Mayor for a term beginning on April 7, 2026, 
and ending upon designation of a Vice-Mayor at the City Commission’s first meeting in April 2027. 

SECTION 2. That this Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately upon its adoption.
