conditions.

• Crews are held over if there is a forecasted significant rain event that
extends past scheduled shift times and remain on-call during heavy
rain periods.

• Proactively deployed four (4) pumps in Edgewood, Riverland, Melrose
Manors, and Melrose Park.

• Procuring five (5) additional pumps in Fiscal Year (FY) 2026.

• Verified contracts to be used for emergency pumping, debris
management, and monitoring.
